ATC will be available only to doctors who have successfully completed at least one
year in their original speciality fraining post or GP post, obtaining Annual Review of
Competence Progression 1 (ARCP1 or 7.1)

ATC may apply to competences achieved during Locum Appointment for Training
(LAT) and Fixed Term Specialty Training Appointment (FTSTA) posts provided
recruitment, selecftion, training and the ARCP process meets the requirements of the
GMC approved CCT programme. Elements for accreditation from LAT or FTSTA posts
should come from only one training programme(accreditation may not be
accumulated by gaining competences related to two or three or more different
