Medicine Physicians

Guidance and Resources

Societies have to be officially registered with their university or medical school, and
application for affiliation need to be supported by a local RCEM Fellow/Consultant. Where
no such relationship exists, RCEM would approach regional Chairs to ask for a volunteer
Fellow to make contact.

Societies would receive benefits, for example:
e A pack containing merchandise and careers materials
e Use of a logo denoting affiliation with RCEM
e Listing and information on the RCEM website
e Links to student events and resources
e Support and networking with other medical student societies
e Access to local EM faculty

e Sponsorship for a particular event on a case-by-case basis (up to £300)
