About the opportunity
The RCEM Global Clinical Observer Fellowship allows an international medical graduate to gain an overview of medical processes and systems in the UK, specifically within the NHS, by observing an Emergency Medicine Consultant (or Consultants) at work.
During the attachment, the Observer will not be given any clinical responsibility and will not be able to make clinical decisions or provide clinical advice. Observers will not receive, nor be required to obtain, registration or a license to practice with the UK General Medical Council.
There are clear limitations on the duties and opportunities available to Observers. At the discretion of the Supervising Consultant, the following activities may be permitted under direct supervision:
· Attendance at ward rounds
· Observation of consultations in clinics
· Participation in patient administration (clerking) under direct clinical supervision
· Undertaking patient histories under direct clinical supervision
The opportunity is based in the UK and will last for four weeks during September/October 2026. All required expenses will be covered. 
Following the UK-based placement, visiting Observer Fellows will be expected to complete and submit a short paper outlining their experience, key learning points, and how the fellowship has benefited them. This helps maximise the practical value of the placement upon their return home and supports the continued development of the programme.
Selection Process
We aim to make awards to the most suitable applicants who will be able to use the Fellowship to their maximum benefit and, where possible, contribute to the College’s global programme work. If no suitable applicant can be identified, the award may not be made in a given year.
The judging panel will take the following criteria into consideration:
· Applicants who would not otherwise be likely to have the opportunity to visit the UK
· The quality of the proposal, including a concise summary of the applicant’s interests and learning needs
· A clear plan for how the Fellowship experience will be used upon return to their home institution, including alignment with RCEM Global programmes (if relevant)
The judging panel will also be mindful of the requirement for:
· No concurrent awards or scholarships
