	£400 (Approx. Rs 140,000) per successful applicant institution.

	Objective
	Fund a local Emergency Medicine Resident Competition focusing on EM leadership and quality improvement.

	Duration
	6 Months (February 2026 – August 2026).

	Collaboration
	Successful institutions will be paired with International EM Faculty for mentorship and guidance throughout the project cycle.

	Project Domains
	Projects must be Resident-led and cover one of the following domains: System design & triage, Clinical Research, Quality Improvement (QI), Education, Simulation, or Leadership Development.


Road to cHALO: International Recognition
The institutional competition serves as the qualifier for major international exposure:
1. Local Showcase (August 2026): Each institutional ED will host a local competition where resident teams present their completed projects. The grant money should be used to support the prizes and execution of this local event. The competition will be supported by international faculty who will also provide mentorship to the process.
2. Global Stage (November 2026): The three best presentations (i.e., the resident teams behind the projects) from the entire cohort of participating institutions will receive funding to attend and present their work at the prestigious International cHALO Conference in Karachi in November 2026 or at a national EM Conference in the host country.
How to Apply
We are looking for institutions that demonstrate commitment, robust resident support, and a clear vision for advancing EM. 
NOTE : Private hospitals are encouraged to partner their application with a Govt hospital to maximise likelihood of success through collaboration.
A grant will be provided annually from 2026 onwards.
Funding Utilization Examples:
· Prizes/awards for the local resident competition ( 1st /2nd/ 3rd Prizes at appropriate local currency totally £400). The remainder of the grant will support the overall process and be supplemented by the institution as appropriate.
· Logistical support for the local presentation event (venue, AV, catering).
· Seed funding for successful resident projects.
